October 14, 2008

I. Activities of the Committee

A)

Meetings:

1. The GCP MNA Committee met on Tuesday, May 16, 2008, during a
stated meeting of GCP in Niceville, FL. TE Jim Bryars, TE Bill Tyson,
TE Dave Anderegg, TE Robert Dekker, and TE Scott Seidler (along with
Mrs. Seidler and several families from King’s Bay) were in attendance
to discuss numerous concerns at King’s Bay Mission.

2. The GCP MNA Committee met on Tuesday, September 16, 2008,
following a called meeting of GCP in Niceville, FL. TE Jim Bryars, TE
Bill Tyson, TE Dave Anderegg, TE Bob Hayes, TE Bill Lamkin and TE
Cory Colravy were in attendance to discuss local issues of concern at
King's Bay Mission.

3. The GCP MNA Committee met via teleconference on October 9, 2008
at 10:00 a.m. (CDT) with TE Dave Anderegg, RE Don Barnes, TE Jim
Bryars, RE Eric Haug, RE John Schmidt, RE Rick Skinner, and TE Bill
Tyson in attendance to discuss our current financial status, King’s Bay
Mission, and a request for future church plant funding in Crestview.

Il. Reports

1)

Kings Bay Mission, Panama City Beach, FL (KBM)

Currently, King's Bay is meeting weekly for worship with an attendance of
approximately 12-15. Though TE Scott Seidler is preaching regularly at
KBM, there continues to be no further progress toward particularizing.

In addition, there continue to be numerous difficulties. The GCP MNA
Committee met with TE Scott Seidler in May to discuss these difficulties,
and potential plans. Since that time, another key family has departed.
There is a question as to whether KBM now has a viable core group.
There has long been a significant need for leaders, musicians, and
committed families that continues to go unrealized.

Since KBM has not been able to fulfill the financial commitment of TE
Seilder’s call for a number of years, TE Seidler continues to work full-time
as a real estate agent. Though TE Seidler has persevered for years, by
necessity his time and attention continue to be divided.

For this reason, in part, TE Seidler has not called a meeting of his GCP
established commission (temporary Session) for several years, and has
been operating without a Session in violation of BCO 12-6, and 12-7. As a
result, there have been no commission reports at Presbytery meetings
either — also a violation of our rules of order. And now, many members of
the GCP established commission are no longer able, or desirous, of
serving.

Because of these and several other issues, GCP MNA believes that at this
point, it may be in the best interest of TE Seidler, the remaining members
of KBM, and GCP, that KBM be dissolved.

Door of Hope Mission, Tallahassee, FL

God continues to be gracious to TE Joe Elliott and the work of this
predominantly African-American, inner city, mission begun by CenterPoint
Mission.

Attendance continues to grow slowly, with a continued demographic
diversity including a number of students.

Joe continues to minister weekly to students at Florida A&M University.

Future Plans regarding a ‘Crestview’ church plant

The MNA Committee, FPC Niceville, and WPC Fort Walton Beach are
currently focusing on a potential plant in Crestview. On 9/10/08 TE Bill
Tyson, officially requested GCP MNA support for the Crestview plant, and
this request was discussed at the October 9, 2008 meeting. The following
report was furnished by TE Tyson:

“Westminster Presbyterian in Fort Walton Beach, and First
Presbyterian in Niceville, are teaming together to try to plant a church
in Crestview, FL. Crestview has been growing rather rapidly over the
past several years, and is projected to continue and increase that
growth in the next 5-10 years due in part to an influx of military and
support personnel at Eglin Air Force Base. First Pres and Westminster
have several people in the Crestview area, and have formed a team of
folks who are beginning to pursue a church planter who has been
approved by the denominational MNA Assessment Center. Pastors Joe
Grider and Bill Tyson have attended a Global Church Advancement
Conference to help them prepare for this endeavor. In addition, the
two churches had Ted Powers of PCA’s MNA staff come down and do a
seminar on church planting to help inform their leadership about DOs
and DON'Ts of church planting, and to help the churches and their
leadership be on the same page.”

“It is our desire to plant a vibrant, gospel-centered church that will
primarily target the unchurched and newcomers to the Crestview
area. Our ‘site report’ can be found on the PCA MNA website. Since
neither of our churches is large, we need the support of other

Final Report on the Sabbath or Lord’s Day Exception Issue

A Study Committee was appointed by the moderator of Gulf Coast
Presbytery for the purpose of offering to Presbytery an orderly manner to
consistently address the matter of exceptions to the confession with regard to the
4™ commandment, particularly with regard to the phrase worldly employments
and recreations, found in the WCF (21.8) and Catechisms (WLC 117,119; WSC
60,61), and more particularly worldly ... recreations. It seems that phrase —
worldly ... recreations — is what men most frequently take exception to, and with
which we have struggled in determining whether or not such things as throwing a
football with our son or doing some family fun activity should be regarding as an
exception to the intent of the Confession and Catechisms.

We are agreed that in many cases the real problem is not the phrase
worldly...recreations. That phrase seems to have been especially directed towards
a particular historical context. J.I. Packer explains that “At the end of the sixteenth
century it was the Englishman’s custom after church was over to pass the rest of
Sunday in ‘frequenting of bawdy stage plays . . . may-games, church-ales, feasts
and wakes; in piping, dancing, dicing, carding, bowling, tennis-playing, in bear-
baiting, cock-fighting, hawking, hunting and such like, in keeping of fairs and
markets on the Sabbath . . .; in ‘football-playing, and such other devilish pastimes”
(A Quest for Godliness: the Puritan Vision of the Christian Life, p 235). We DO
think that such things as watching football, basketball, baseball and such sports
events falls into the same category as some of those, but these are quite different
from getting out and throwing a football with one’s son for a little bit or planning a
family outing or fun activity.

But it is the phrase “making it our delight to spend the whole time (except
so much of it as is to be taken up in works of necessity and mercy) in the
public and private gWIELrNIO)ithststhemort Go d’
challenging phrase, and one that might well forbid (in the Puritan view) even
throwing a football with one’s son or pursing a fun activity with the family.
“Public and private exercises of God’s worship” clearly indicates the intentional
focus upon worship and the spiritual nurture of the soul that undergirds and
stimulates worship.

So what are the options? What do we need to explore in our
examinations?

1) We need to determine i f a man bel
by the 4™ Commandment; i.e., whether the Lord’s Day is the NT
equivalent of the OT Sabbath, moved to the first day of the week on account
of Jesus’ resurrection and Apostolic practice (WCF 21.7; WLC 116; WSC
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2)

59). If he DOES NOT, he ought to take an exception. Then the
Presbytery will have to determine if it can accept the setting aside of the
4™ Commandment as acceptable in a PCA minister?
If he DOES, we need to clearly point to the applicable passages
regarding how the Sabbath is to be kept (WCF 21.8; WLC 117-121;
WSC 60-62) and ask whether a man is convinced that the Westminster
Divines have, in fact, accurately expounded the revealed nature of the
Sabbath command as indicated especially in the 3" paragraph of this
statement (see above). Things forbidden would obviously include devoting
blocks of time to watching professional sports and the like, both because it
does not devote the “whole time . . . in the public and private exercises of
God’s worship” and because it is a participation in “worldly . . . recreations.”
It would also include such things as lazing away the rest of the day rather
than engaging in public or private exercises of worship, and would seem to
include family activities that were not directed towards the spiritual nurture
of our souls [see the attached paper describing how some of the Puritans
recommended that Christians keep the Lord’s Day to understand how they
approached spending “the whole time (except so much of it as is to be taken
up in works of necessity and mercy) in the public and private exercises of
Gododos Worship
a. IF HE BELIEVES THE WESTMINSTER DIVINES HAVE
ACCURATELY EXPOUNDED THE COMMANDMENT, we should
ask if the examinee pursues obedience to that command as expounded
in the WCF and Catechisms?
b. IF HE DOES NOT BELIEVE THEY HAVE ACCURATELY
EXPOUNDED THE COMMANDMENT, then he ought to take an
exception.
If a man takes exception to the Westminster view, then we need to have
him define precisely what he DOES think the Scriptures teach with respect
to the Sabbath and the Lord’s Day. What difference does the examinee have
with the Confession/Catechisms? The Presbytery will then have to
determine if the examinee’s view is acceptable, and what it expects him to
teach his congregation with respect to the WCF/Catechisms and his views.
For example, a man might think the Westminster Divines went further
than the Scriptures when they affirm that we must spend the whole time
(except so much of it as is to be taken up in works of necessity and
mercy)i n t he public and pri vadtlenktkak er ci s
the emphasis of the 4" commandment is not limited to worship, but includes
rest and refreshmentfoll o wi n g o nVhéat woultl thablamk like to
him? How would he use the Lord’s Day in practice? And how far would
that depart from the Westminster view?
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Another man might not think the Fourth Commandment is obligatory
In the same sense as in the OT. Presbytery would want to know “why?” If a
man was caught violating the Sabbath in the OT, he was subject to death (at
least in Exodus 15:32ff), and, one of the chief offenses for which the Lord
judged Israel was their refusal to keep the Sabbath. But what if a man is not
convinced that the Sabbath is obligatory in the same sense in the NT age as
in the Old, largely because the theocracy has ended, yet that man still
believes that God’s people should attempt to set apart the day (or, if
necessary, another day) to rest and to delight themselves in the Lord and
practice those exercises of worship that they do not have time to do on other
days? What is a matter of conscience before the Lord so that a slave or
employee would have to say “I must obey God rather than man,” and take
the consequences? A matter of conscience is not the same as asking what
might be a wise way to use the Lord’s Day. For example: we are not
required by the Lord to read our Bibles for an hour a day. But it might be
wise of us to do so; and we might find it tremendously beneficial. So we
might encourage others to read their Bibles an hour a day, not as a matter of
conscience before the Lord — because he hasn’t required that — but as a wise
and beneficial practice.

General Understandings within the Gulf Coast Presbytery:

1. GCP believes the confession’s use of the term “worldly recreation” is intended to include

all organized and professional sports (which would apply to today’s NFL and MLB
etc...)

. GCP believes the confession’s use of the terms “all the day” and “whole time” are

intended to include every waking moment of the Lord’s day, not just an hour or not just
the morning or a part of the day.

. GCP believes the confession’s use of the term “exercises of His worship” is intended to

mean intentional and doxological focus on God (which does not include special family
times or leisure activities)

. GCP believes the confession’s use of the term “rest” is intended to show a clear contrast

of continuing in employment ( and therefore it is not an admonition to sleep the day
away)

The Committee further recommends that GCP determine

1) The examinee’s response to the principles advanced in the WCF’s handling of the 4t

Commandment (It he sees is it as “good”)  and then

2) ask the examinee to reveal his conscience concerning those principles

1) An exception in practice -- (“I agree with the wisdom expressed, but some if not all or even
all of it is not binding my conscience---1 like the concepts, but I see there expressions as
indicative rather than imperative)

2) An exception in principle—

The candidate may respond: “This is not what I believe the Bible says” or “This is not
what I believe God intended to be construed from the creation ordinance” or “The divines
went beyond what the text of Scripture demands” or “too much of the application is
intellectually derived rather than scripturally expressed”
--since it is not specifically re-expressed by the apostles after Christ’s ascension
--since the rise of secular governments over God’s people (they theocracy and
national monarchy are now past tense)

The GCP may accept exceptions of practice with adequate explanation of the candidate’s current
patterns and demonstration of seriousness about remembering the day. This should be
noted in the minutes. The candidate should be charged to teach that his personal practice
is not in conformity with that of the Confession.

The GCP may accept exception of principle with adequate explanation of the candidate’s
Biblical defense for his modifications. The candidate should be charged to teach that his
personal practice is not in conformity with that of the Confession.

The committee recommends that all of us be admonished to take the Lord’s Day more seriously,
adopting a more proactive implementation of a day spent with God, with God and your family,
and with God and God’s family. God graciously gave man the Sabbath--- May He give us the
grace to enjoy it too!
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
